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  Native American Research Project

Your task is to research a North American tribe, and present the information you learned about the tribe in a PowerPoint presentation. The PowerPoint presentations will be due on Friday October 26th. *If you wish to work on this project at home, you must bring a flash drive to school to save it on.
I. Research

When researching your North American tribe, try to find out the following information. Use the graphic organizer (attached) to help guide your research.

a. Where is your tribe located?

b. What types of homes did (does) your group live in?

c. How did (does) your group dress?

d. How did (does) your group survive in the environment?

e. How did (does) your Native American group communicate?
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What kinds of festivals, ceremonies, and games did (does) your group participate in?

g. Who are some famous Native Americans in your group and what are they famous for?

II. Project Elements


a. PowerPoint presentation – You will need to create a PowerPoint presentation that is at least 8 slides long.


i. Your first slide should be a title page that includes a title for your presentation and your name.



ii. Slides should include bullet point bits of information, not written in complete sentences.    


iii. You are required to have pictures on your slides.



iv. You are required to include a Reference Page as the last slide.  You will learn about this throughout the project.
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III. Oral Presentation


a. Each person will present their information on their tribe. Presentations should not be read directly from the slides. Students should prepare a written index card that goes along with the information in each slide to help with presenting.  Practice presenting by using your own words to explain the information you have learned.
